At last, we are in the season when the outdoors feels like a
friend instead of a foe.

Of course, I love the outdoors all of the time, but during the
growing season, weeds as well as garden plants can be like
houseguests that, however beloved, have overstayed their wel-
come. | trimmed off several bushels’ worth of tomato vines the
other day. That’s what I get for planting indeterminate variet-
ies. And the Asiatic dayflower vine at the east end of my wood-
land was on its way to total dominance. Luckily, it pulls easily.
I left some of it since it is still blooming. But, it being a non-
native plant, it may not be beneficial for our native pollinators.
And since the flowers are small and I can’t even see them from
my front porch, maybe I should just yank all of it. Decisions,
decisions.

Insects, too, have been more bothersome for me this year. |
don’t know for sure which insect is responsible for the rashes
of bites I have experienced on arms, legs and torso. Spiders or
chiggers are the usual suspects, but they seem to be causing
more and longer-lasting skin irritation than they used to. Per-
haps my age is a factor in that. (Yet another thing one is more
susceptible to after age 65.)

A good friend of mine recently developed a severe infection
from an unknown insect bite, so I am keeping a close eye on
myself and taking more precautions. My gardening get-up
consists of old, shabby-but-comfortable, knit pants tucked into
socks (a fashion flub if there ever was one), a sleeveless shirt
tucked into my waistband, another (also shabby) long-sleeved
shirt over that, insect repellent at neckline, jaw line and wrists,
and sometimes a hat. My neighbors are probably embarrassed
for me, looking like I have been stranded in the wilderness for
a year or so. (Note to self: hit the used clothing store for an
updated set of yardwork clothes.)

And summer weather? Heat and humidity can’t leave town
soon enough for me.

As I set her
down on the sidewalk to begin our walk I heard one of the crew call to
a worker on the ground. In Spanish he told his pal to clear the path for
the “abuelita.” Two things struck me about that sentence: the respect/
concern in his voice, and that he called me a “little grandma.” It made
my day!

The other Peru State women’s teams honored were volleyball — 3.43, basketball —
3.34, softball — 3.14, cross country — 3.12, bowling — 3.01.

The Peru State men’s teams that were honored as scholar teams were bowling —
3.28 and basketball — 3.00.

The competitive dance and cheer teams were also honored as scholar teams.
Dance had a team GPA of 3.53 while cheer finished with a GPA of 3.43.

Athletic director Wayne Albury was pleased with the efforts of the entire depart-
ment. Albury commented, “To have ten of our 13 athletic programs be named as
Scholar Teams is a compliment to the teams and their coaches. It is difficult to
navigate both the academic and athletic rigors they endure during an entire year.”
Concluding, Albury added, “In addition, the entire department finished with a
cumulative grade point average above a 3.0 which is outstanding.”

Recently, 59 Peru State student-athletes were named to its Spring 2021 Dean’s List.
